The other resources listed give you lots of opportunities to practice your skills. And if you scroll down a bit further, you'll notice that we've made getting in touch with a braille expert real easy too. Calling the posted number or emailing them puts you directly in touch with these braille experts. Don't hesitate to ask for their help. That's why they're here.
